What will You do to prepare for The Next Election?

The next regularly scheduled state-wide election California is November 2, 2010. It is the primary election for California executive offices and state and federal legislative offices. Statewide propositions will also appear on the ballot. Some counties will have local offices on the ballot. You must be registered to vote 15 days before an election in order to vote in that election. The deadline to register to vote in the November 2 election is October 18.
